MUTUAL LEGAL ASSISTANCE IN CRIMINAL MATTERS
BETWEEN
THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES
AND
THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES and THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

(hereinafter referred to as: the ,,Parties”™),
GUIDED by the friendly relations between the two countries, and
recognizing the need to facilitate the widest measure of mutual legal assistance in

criminal matters,
PURSUANT to the prevailing laws of the Parties.

HAVE AGREED as follows:

ARTICLE 1
SCOPE OF ASSISTANCE

1. The Parties shall, in accordance with the provisions of this Treaty and their
national legislation, grant each other the widest possible assistance in criminal matters.

2. For the purpose of this Treaty, criminal matters mean investigations,
prosecutions or proceedings in relation to any offence which at the time of the request
for assistance, falls within the jurisdiction of the competent authorities of the Requesting

Party.

3. Assistance may be granted in connection with offences against a law
related to taxation, customs duties, foreign exchange control or other revenue matters.

4. Assistance shall include:

1) delivery or serving of documents, summons and items;

2) locating and identifying of persons and items;

3) taking evidence, statements and interrogation of persons;

4) temporary surrender of persons deprived of liberty;

5) search, seizure and confiscation;

6) examining of crime spot;

7) providing information, documents, records and items of evidence and
making arrangements for persons in custody or others, to give evidence or assist in
criminal investigations, prosecutions, or proceedings in the Requesting Party;

8) tracing, restraining, forfeiting, confiscating and returning the proceeds
and/or instrumentalities of crimes; and

9) other assistance deemed necessary by the Requesting Party and consistent

with this Treaty as well as the law of the Requested Party.
5. This Treaty applies solely to the provision of mutual assistance between

the Parties. The provisions of this Treaty shall not create any right on the part of any
private person to obtain, suppress or exclude any evidence or to impede the execution of

any request of assistance.
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ARTICLE 2

EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

The Parties may exchange information concerning the laws in force and the
judicial practice in their respective countries related to the implementation of this Treaty.

ARTICLE 3
CENTRAL AUTHORITY

1. Central Authorities are:

1) For the United Arab Emirates is the Ministry of Justice

2) For the Republic of Serbia is the Ministry of Justice.

2. In case any Party changes its Central Authority, it shall notify in writing
the other Party of such change, through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 4
GROUNDS FOR REFUSAL OF ASSISTANCE

1. The Requested Party may refuse assistance if:

1) the execution of the request would impair the sovereignty, security, public
order or other essential interests of the Requested Party;

2) the request relates to an offence that is the subject of investigation or
prosecution in the Requested Party;

3) the request relates to a person who, if proceeded against in the Requested
Party for the offence for which assistance is requested, would be entitled to be discharged
on the ground of double jeopardy;

4) if the offence for which legal assistance is requested is related only to
violation of military duties, which is not also an offence under ordinary criminal law;

5) the request is not made in conformity with the provisions of this Treaty;

6) if the offence stated in the request is not a criminal offence per the law of
the Requested Party.

2. Before refusing assistance pursuant to this Article, the Central Authority
of the Requested Party shall consult with the Central Authority of the Requesting Party
to consider whether assistance can be given subject to such conditions as it deems
necessary. If the Requesting Party accepts assistance subject to these conditions, it shall
comply with the conditions.

3. If the Central Authority of the Requested Party refuses assistance, it shall
inform the Central Authority of the Requesting Party of the reasons for refusal.

ARTICLE 5
FORM AND CONTENTS OF REQUESTS

1. Requests for assistance shall be formally made in writing. In urgent
circumstances, the Central Authority of the Requested Party may accept the request by
fax or e-mail, in this case it shall be confirmed within twenty (20) days by a formal
request through diplomatic channels.

2. Requests for assistance shall include:

1) the name of the competent authority which has made the request;
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2) the purpose of the request and the nature of the assistance sought;

3) brief description of criminal offence facts, its legal name including the
maximum penalty for the offence to which the request relates and current status of the
case;

4) a description of the evidence, information or other assistance sought;

5) the reasons for and details of any special procedure or requirement that
the Requesting Party require to be applied, if it is not contrary to the national law of the
Requested Party;

6) specification of any time limit within which compliance with the request
is desired;

7) any special requirements for confidentiality and the reasons for it; and

8) such other information or undertaking as may be required under the
national law of the Requested Party or which is otherwise necessary for the proper
execution of the request.

3. Requests for assistance may also, to the extent necessary, contain the
following information:

1) the identity, nationality and location of the person or persons who are the
subject of the investigation or criminal proceedings;

2) the identity and location of any person from whom evidence is sought;

3) the identity and location of a person to be served, that person's relationship
to the criminal proceedings, and the manner in which service is to be made;

4) information on the identity of a person to be located;

5) information on the identity and description of the location of the person to
be searched and items to be seized;

6) a description of the manner in which any testimony or statement is to be
taken and recorded;

7) a list of questions to be asked of a witness or a person whose interrogation
is requested;

8) a description of the documents, records or items of evidence to be
produced as well as a position and status of a person to be asked to produce them and, to
the extent not otherwise provided for, the form in which they should be produced and
authenticated;

9) a statement as to whether sworn or affirmed evidence or statements are
required;

10) a description of the property and all other tangible or non-tangible,
movable or non-movable benefits or items to which the request relates, including its
location; and

11) any court order relating to the assistance requested and a statement
relating to the finality of that order.

4. All requests and supporting documents shall be officially signed and
sealed by the relevant authorities.

ARTICLE 6
LANGUAGE

All requests and supporting documents provided by the Parties in accordance
with this Treaty shall be accompanied by a translation into the official language of the
Requested Party or into English language.
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ARTICLE 7
EXECUTION OF REQUESTS

1. Requests for assistance shall be executed promptly in the manner
requested by the Requesting Party, unless it is contrary to the law of the Requested Party.

2. The Requested Party shall promptly inform the Requesting Party of
circumstances, when they become known to the Requested Party, which are likely to
cause a significant delay in the execution of the request.

3. The Requested Party may postpone the execution of the request if its
immediate execution would interfere with any ongoing criminal matters in the Requested
Party.

4. The Requested Party may also postpone the delivery of documents related
to criminal matters if such documents are required for civil proceedings in that Party, in
which case the Requested Party shall, upon request, provide certified copies of
documents.

5. Before postponing the execution of a request, the Requested Party shall
consider whether assistance may be granted subject to certain conditions.

6. If the Requested Party postpones assistance, it shall promptly inform the
Requesting Party of the grounds of postponement.

ARTICLE 8
CONFIDENTIALITY, DATA PROTECTION AND
LIMITATIONS ON USE

1. The Requesting Party shall protect and not use or disclose any
information, personal data or evidence obtained under this Treaty in any investigation,
prosecution, or proceedings other than that described in the request without the prior
consent of the Central Authority of the Requested Party.

2. The Requested Party shall, upon request, keep confidential any
information which might indicate that a request has been made or responded to. If the
request cannot be executed without breaching confidentiality, the Requested Party shall
so inform the Requesting Party, which shall then determine the extent to which it wishes
the request to be executed.

3. Information or evidence that has been made public in the Requesting Party
in a manner consistent with paragraphs 1 or 2 of this Article may thereafter be used for

any purpose.

ARTICLE 9
TAKING TESTIMONY AND PRODUCING EVIDENCE
IN THE TERRITORY OF THE REQUESTED PARTY

1. A person in the Territory of the Requested Party from whom evidence is
requested pursuant to this Treaty shall appear in order to testify or produce documents,
records or articles of evidence in accordance to domestic law of the Requested Party.

2. If the person referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article asserts a claim of
immunity or incapacity under the domestic law of the Requesting Party, the Requested
Party shall notify the Requesting Party regarding that claim to decide on it before taking
testimony or evidence. The Central Authority of the Requesting Party shall, upon request,
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provide a certificate to the Central Authority of the Requested Party as to the existence
of that right.

3. Where not contrary to its domestic law and, where appropriate, subject to
the discretion of the competent judicial authority, the Requested Party may:

1) permit the presence of such persons specified in the request during its
execution; and

2) permit such persons to ask questions of a witness giving testimony or
evidence.

4. Evidence produced in the Requested Party or that has been subject of
testimony taken under this article upon request from the Requesting Party, shall be
authenticated in accordance with the domestic law of the Requested Party.

ARTICLE 10
TESTIMONY IN THE REQUESTING PARTY

1. A request under this Treaty may seek assistance in facilitating the
appearance of a person in the territory of the Requesting Party for the purpose of giving
evidence before a court or of being identified in or otherwise by his presence assisting
any proceedings.

2. The Competent Authority of the Requested Party shall:

1) ask a person whose voluntary appearance in the territory of the Requesting
Party is desired whether he agrees to appear; and

2) promptly inform the Competent Authority of the Requesting Party of his
answer.

3. The Requesting Party shall pay the allowances and expenses related to
assistance given under this Article.

4. The Requesting Party shall not subject the person appearing in its territory
pursuant to the provisions of this Article to service of process, prosecution, detention or
restriction of personal liberty, by reason of any acts or convictions that preceded his
departure from the Requested Party, and the person shall not be prosecuted, detained or
punished by reason of his testimony other than for perjury.

5. The immunity provided for by this Article shall cease fifteen days (15)
after the person appearing has been formally notified by the relevant authority that his
presence is no longer required or if the person has left the territory of the Requesting
Party and voluntarily returned to it. The period of immunity may be extended to take
account of circumstances beyond the control of the person appearing which do not
include the commission of a criminal offence.

ARTICLE 11
PROVISION OF DOCUMENTS AND RECORDS

1. The Requested Party shall provide copies of documents and records in
so far as they are open to public access.

2. The Requested Party may provide the Requesting Party with copies of
any other unclasified document or record that are not stipulated in paragraph 1 of this
Article.
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ARTICLE 12
TEMPORARY SURRENDER OF PERSON DEPRIVED OF LIBERTY

1. A person deprived of liberty in the Requested Party may be
provisionally surrendered to the custody of the Requesting Party for the purpose of
assistance to giving evidence under this Treaty, if the person sought consents and the
Central Authorities of the Parties agree.

2. Temporary surrender may be refused when the presence of the person
deprived of liberty is necessary in a criminal trial in course in the territory of the
Requested Party, when the surrender may involve prolonging the custody, or when for
any other reason the Central Authority of the Requested Party should consider
surrender inappropriate.

3. The authorities of the Requesting Party shall keep the person
surrendered in custody for the entire duration of the person’s stay in their territory. The
period of custody in the Requesting Party shall be counted in terms of custody or
sentence served. If the authorities of the Requested Party inform that the person need
no longer to remain in custody, this person shall be set free immediately and the general
rule set down in Article 10, Paragraph 4 and 5 of this Treaty shall be applicable.

4. The authorities of the Requesting Party shall return the surrendered
person within the time set by the Requested Party, and in any case, as soon as this
person’s presence in the territory of the Requesting Party is no longer necessary.

ARTICLE 13
TRANSIT OF PERSONS IN CUSTODY

1. If a third party should surrender a person to one of the Parties, through the
territory of the other Party, the other Party may, in accordance with provisions of this
Treaty, approve transit of the person, if that person is not a citizen of that Party.

2. The Requested Party shall, subject to its national laws, have the authority
and the obligation to keep the person in custody during transit.

ARTICLE 14
LOCATION ON OR IDENTIFICATION OF PERSONS OR ITEMS

If the Requesting Party seeks a location or identity of the persons or items in
the territory of the Requested Party, the Requested Party shall use its best efforts to
ascertain the location or identity subject to its national laws.

ARTICLE 15
SERVICE OF DOCUMENTS

1. The Requested Party shall use its best efforts to effect service of any
document relating to or forming part of any request for assistance properly made pursuant
to this Treaty by the Requesting Party, including any summons or other process requiring
the appearance of any person before any authority or court in the territory of the
Requesting Party. In accordance with Article 6 such documents will be accompanied by
a translation into the language of the Requested Party or into English language.

2. The Central Authority of the Requesting Party shall transmit any request

;
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for the service of a document requiring the appearance of a person before an authority or
court in the Requesting Party within 90 days before the scheduled appearance.

3. The Requested Party shall:

1) return a proof of service in the manner specified in the request; or

2) notify the Requesting Party when service cannot be effected in the manner
specified in the request, and in this case to present information or evidence as to either
personal delivery or failure of delivery.

4. The Parties may serve to their nationals summons and documents and take
statements from them through their diplomatic or consular offices;

ARTICLE 16
SEARCH AND SEIZURE

1. The Requested Party shall, to the extent its national law permits, carry out
requests made in respect of a criminal matter in the Requesting Party for the search and
seizure.

2. The competent authority of the Requested Party that had executed a
request for search and seizure shall provide information in the form as may be required
by the Requesting Party.

3. The Requesting Party shall observe any conditions required by the
Requested Party in relation to any seized material which is delivered to the Requesting
Party.

4. The Requesting Party shall provide an authenticated copy of the decision
that is the base for the Request to be enclosed with the request for search of a person or
premises, or for seizure, or temporary seizure of object.

ARTICLE 17
RETURN OF ITEMS

The Requesting Party shall return any item, including documents and
records, furnished to it in execution of a request under this Treaty if the Requested
Party so requires.

ARTICLE 18
ASSISTANCE IN FORFEITURE PROCEEDINGS

1. If one Party becomes aware of proceeds or instrumentalities of crimes
that are located in the other Party and may be forfeitable or otherwise subject to seizure
under the national laws of that Party, it may so inform of the other Party. If that other
Party has jurisdiction in this regard, it may present this information to its authorities to
take any decision in this regard and these authorities shall issue their decision in
accordance with their national laws and report to the other Party on the action taken.

2. Each Party shall assist the other to the extent permitted by its respective
national laws in proceedings relating to the forfeiture of the proceeds and
instrumentalities of crimes, restitution to the victims of the crime and compensate them.

3. The Party that has custody over proceeds or instrumentalities of crimes
shall dispose of them in accordance with its national laws. Either Party may transfer all
or part of such assets, or the proceeds of their sale, to the other Party, to the extent
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permitted by the transferring Party’s national laws and upon such terms, as it deems
appropriate.

ARTICLE 19
SHARING OF CONFISCATED ASSETS
OR THEIR EQUIVALENT FUNDS

1. In any case in which a Party is in possession of confiscated assets, and
if the Requested Party consider that the co-operation has been given by the Requesting
Party, the Requested Party may, at its discretion and in accordance with domestic law,
share those assets or their equivalent funds with the Requesting Party.

2. A request for asset sharing shall be made within one year from the date
of entry of the final order of confiscation, unless otherwise agreed between the Parties
in exceptional cases.

ARTICLE 20
VIDEO CONFERENCE

For the purpose of this Treaty, the Parties may agree for the use of live video
or all live television links or other appropriate communication facilities in accordance
with the laws and proceedures of both Parties if it is expedient and in the interests of
justice.

ARTICLE 21
EXPENSES

1. The Requested Party shall meet the cost of fulfilling the request for
assistance except that the Requesting Party shall bear:

1) the travel and accommodation expenses and any other allowances of a
person who provides assistance pursuant to a request under Article 10 or 12 of this
Treaty;

2) fees and expenses of experts and the translation of documents.

2. If it becomes apparent that the execution of the request requires expenses
of an extraordinary nature, the Parties shall consult to determine the terms and conditions
under which the assistance can be provided.

ARTICLE 22
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute arising out of the interpretation, application or implementation
of this Treaty shall be resolved through diplomatic channels if the Central Authorities
are unable to reach agreement.

ARTICLE 23
COMPATIBILITY WITH OTHER AGREEMENTS

Assistance and procedures set forth in this Treaty shall not exempt either
Party from its obligations arising from other international agreements.
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ARTICLE 24
RATIFICATION, ENTRY INTO FORCE,
AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

1. This Treaty is subject to ratification.

2. This Treaty is coming into force thirty (30) days after the last notice
through diplomatic channels by which the Parties are notifying each other about executed
procedure of ratification in accordance with their legislation.

3. This Treaty may be amended through mutual written consent of the Parties
in accordance with the same requirements of the ratification of this Treaty.

4. This Treaty is concluded for an indefinite period. Either Party may
terminate this Treaty at any time upon a written notice to the other Party. Termination
shall take effect six (6) months following the notification. However, any request received
prior to the date of receipt of the notice to terminate shall continue to be governed by this
Treaty until the request is executed.

IN WITNESS WHEREOQF, the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto
by their respective Governments, have signed this Treaty.

DONE in duplicate at Abu Dhabi on this day 11 of September 2022, in
Arabic, Serbian and English languages, all the texts being equally authentic. In case of
any divergence of interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
