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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
REGARDING
CONSULAR PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES

The Government of the United Arab Emirates and the Government of the United
States of America (hereinafter, individually referred to as the “Party,” and
collectively as the “Parties™),

Taking into account the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 1961 and the
Vienna Convention on Consular Relations of 1963;

Recognizing the important work performed by consular officers and consular
employees;

Believing that enhanced protections for members of the consular staff and their
family members will further strengthen the friendly relations between the United
States of America and the United Arab Emirates;

Intending to enhance the protections enjoyed by consular posts, consular officers,
consular employees and their family members; and

Reiterating that privileges and immunities are to ensure the efficient functioning of
consular posts on behalf of their respective States and are not for the purpose of
benefitting individuals.

Hereby agree as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

The definitions provided in Article 1 of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations and Article 1 of the Vienna Convention on Consular Relations, in addition
to the definition in this Article 1, shall apply to this Agreement.

“Family member” means a member of the household of a consular officer or of a
consular employee forming part of the family who has been notified to the receiving
State in accordance with the established practice and applicable law of the receiving
State.

Article 2
Privileges and Immunities of Consular Officers

Each Party shall extend to consular officers of the other Party privileges and
immunities equivalent to those afforded to diplomatic agents under the Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic Relations.

Article 3
Privileges and Immunities of Consular Employees

Each Party shall extend to consular employees of the other Party privileges and
immunities equivalent to those afforded to members of the administrative and
technical staff under the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations.

Article 4
Privileges and Immunities of a Family Member of a Consular Officer

Each Party shall extend to the family member of a consular officer of the other Party
privileges and immunities equivalent to those afforded to the members of the family
of a diplomatic agent forming part of his or her household under the Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic Relations.

Article 5
Privileges and Immunities of a Family Member of a Consular Employee

Each Party shall extend to the family member of a consular employee of the other
Party privileges and immunities equivalent to those afforded to the members of the
family of a member of the administrative and technical staff forming part of his or her
household under the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations.
